Residents are notified Construction is commencing in the Summer of 2027.
Residents will be notified with door hangers in advance or work near their home. 

During Construction
Irrigation lines extending into public right of way will be cut and capped. Residents wishing to make
their own modifications may do so at any time in advance.
Right of way stakes will be installed for homeowner reference (wood stake with orange flag). All
plants, vegetation and personal items in the public right of way should be removed by the property
owner in advance.
